1. Objective

The Capes-WUR programme is meant to support higher level education and training with
a focus on agricultural sciences, plant and animal sciences, food sciences, environmental
sciences biotechnology and socio-economical sciences by supporting:

2. Characteristics

2.1 A joint research project is characterised by:

e Acceptance by Capes as preferably a 5, 6 or 7 grade post graduate programme’

e Meant for education/training, guaranteed by the institutes of post graduate or
further education of lecturers or researchers

e To stimulate a collaborative relationship in a bilateral network or in multinational
association with other groups from other countries

e The collaborative work should contribute to joint scientific publications and the
advancement of science and technology

e To be organised for a period of two years with the possibility to extend this period
with another two years based on criteria of the financial sponsor

2.2 Full doctorate
A candidate for a full doctorate should present his individual project plan according to the
norms of Capes (See: Annexes for submitting online)

3. Prerequisites for submitting a project and for the submitting
team

3.1 General conditions

Each team or post graduate programme in the strict sense of the word, preferably with a
5, 6 or 7 grade as valued by Capes, should present a project proposal, to qualify for
candidacy, via internet to the address:

3.2 Requirements for a team
The coordinator of a team should have a PhD degree for at least 4 years. His team should
at least contain two doctorate lecturers embedded in a post graduate programme.

4. Evaluation process

4.1 Only these proposals will be assessed that contain all the documents with all the
electronic formats and annexes as required.

4.2 A scientific assessment will look into the coherence of the project proposal, the
objectives, methodology, activities proposed, relevance of the suggested theme on
institutional, regional, national level, the commitment of the proposed teams to develop
the proposed cooperation.

4.3 The final assessment will take place in an annual joint meeting where all the
candidacies are reviewed, and the proposals will be selected based on merits and the
relevance for each financial sponsor, taking into consideration the available fellowships.

5. Extension of period

5.1 An extension for more than two years, will always be accepted after the assessment of
the result/performance of the project.

6 Allowances

6.1 Permanent stay for a Brazilian student at Wageningen in the Netherlands is possible
according to the norms of Capes

6.2 An annual fellowship with the following benefits will be granted:

e Monthly income of 1100 euro

e A one time coverage of installment costs pro-rato to Brazil

e Health insurance costs will be covered in Brazil

e An international economy class return ticket will be made available;

3. Can a Brazilian group also propose several candidates?
Yes, it is possible, but the proposals are evaluated individually.

4. The Wageningen review committee will look into the proposals using the same
criteria as Capes uses. At the annual session, the selection by the Capes and the
Wageningen review committees will be compared and decisions will be taken
accordingly.

The names of the members of the review committee will not be published in
advance. The review committee in Wageningen will consist of three persons, as
suggested by the Board of the Wageningen Graduate Schools.

Technical and financial matters:

Q: Is a combination of either full time phd’s or short time phd’s both possible?
And if so, in one proposal or two proposals?
A: Two proposals, with cover letter stating the connections.

Q: What does the full PhD student fellowship cover?

A: See 6. In the agreement with Capes the university has been waived. The
other components such as departmental fee, overhead costs, research fees, lab
fees, supervisory fees, and costs for transport are not covered by the
fellowship.

Q: What does the exchange staff fellowship cover?
A: For staff one return economy class air ticket, materials costs and lodging
per day.

Q: What about the departmental fees?

A: The responsible department will get their regular financial reward after
graduation of the PhD student. Because, as mentioned earlier, Capes does not
provide for covering benchfees and educational fees, the Brazilian applicant
and the department at Wageningen UR may have to agree on these additional
bench fees.

Q: In the case of exchange of staff, the joint research projects: can they be
submitted separately from a PhD proposal?
A: Yes.

Q: Location of registration and defense of PhD thesis and where does that take
place?

A: The full doctoral PhD students will graduate in Wageningen, the short term
exchange PhD students will graduate in Brasil.



Q: Who signs the approval letter in Wageningen?
A: Science group director or department head on the Wageningen side is OK.

Q: Is a combination of federal sponsorships possible for Brasilian students?
A: The Capes fellowships can not be linked to other federal fellowships such
as CNPQ or other federal agencies.

Q: Should the proposal already mention the name of a candidate?
A: Yes.

Q: Can my programme from my department submit a full PhD, doing for one
year field work in Brazil, one sandwich PhD student staying for one year in
Holland, one post doc (one year two of 6 months each, and work missions of
scientists from Brazil to Holland ?

A: Yes, but based on individual proposals. Attach to these the cover letter
stating the relationships between the proposals.

Q: Post docs can apply for 3 to 12 months?

A: Yes, but non renewable. Coverage of fellowships for post doc: 2000 euro+
70 euro/month health, + travel expenses+ moving stipendium to 100
euro/month.
